• Be enrolled at least half time and have completed at least nine 
curricular (non developmental) credits at TCC at the time of applica-
tion. 
Have a GPA of at least 2.5 or higher. 

Payment Schedule: $1200 deposit due with application. A payment 
of $855 is due on 11/1/2009; final payment of $855 is due on 
1/8/2010. Contact the Office of International Programs for details 
and cancellation policies. ALL payments must be made by check, 
money order or credit card at the International Programs office 
at the Virginia Beach  Campus, Room A 100H.
