I. CALL TO ORDER
A. The Chair called the meeting to order at 3:05 p.m.
II. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A. Attendance corrections noted. Minutes will be re-distributed to the committee and voted on electronically.
III. REPORTS 
A. Officer Reports

1. PAPC Report- no report

B. Subcommittee reports

1. International Education Week/Student Connections
a) IEW activities will take place on all four campuses during the week of November 16-20.  
b) Norfolk Student Activities will coordinate transportation for students without transportation who would like to attend events on other campuses.  
c) Publicity flyers and posters should be finalized and sent to creative services by Monday. College-wide Student Activities directors will be asked to distribute flyers, posters on each campus.  An ad will run on TCC-TV and events will also be entered on the college-wide calendar.
d) Laurie White will be copied on the week’s events to assist with advertising out to the community.
e) ISA President, Helene Fernandez, provided a tentative IEW Event Schedule as follows: 
(1) Monday: Chesapeake Campus Activity Hour (12-2). Brazilian Capoeira and Brazilian Carnival. 
(2) Tuesday: Chesapeake Campus Activity Hour (12-2). Footsol Tournament. 
(3) Wednesday: Norfolk Campus (6-9 p.m).  A cultural skit showcase at the Roper followed by the Steel Band and Suwabi African Ballet.
(4) Thursday: Chesapeake Campus. (12-2) Symposium and Canvas of the Nations. Norfolk Campus: Canvas of Nations and lecture on Ghana. Virginia Beach Campus: Canvas of Nations and student country cultural presentations. Portsmouth Campus: Canvas of Nation and TBA lecture.
(5) Friday: Virginia Beach Campus (6-9 p.m.) International Buffet Dinner hosted by the students followed by international walk fashion show and student recognition. The canvases from the college-wide symposiums will be on display during the international dinner.
2. International Awareness
a) The subcommittee reported on a number of ideas and activities that potentially could raise global awareness at the college. 
(1) A culture competency certificate similar to the certification now offered by ODU to incorporate as professional development for faculty and staff training sessions on diversity and multicultural awareness.
(2) Expand relationship with area high schools, such as Tallwood High School Global Studies academy.
(3) International flags in the new student centers. It was suggested to develop a ceremony for each student admitted from a new country to allow the student to present their flag to the center.
(4) A Global Education Center funded by a corporate sponsor. 
(5) Utilize a faculty research day as a college-wide international symposium to foster faculty interest in international issues.
(6) An international theme at convocation to include efforts by the culinary department to provide food representative of different countries.
(7) The Jefferson Café book club is still under development with a target date of Spring 2010. Books will be chosen ahead of time to explore issues of diversity and multiculturalism. The book club is open to everyone including the community; however, implementation of the club’s discussion is to be determined.
(8) Make connections with Norfolk sister cities.
(9) Translate some of the curriculum into Spanish and teach some classes, such as Welding or classes in the green industry,  in Spanish.
3. International Reorganization
a) The International Programs staff met with George Okaty and Peter Sommer to discuss Study Abroad travel safety in relation to the H1N1 virus. IPO is reviewing SA procedures and is in the process of rewriting the faculty handbook on conducting study abroad to incorporate the new safety procedures.
4. Strategic Plan
a) ACE documents are under review related to the comprehensive globalization plan for community colleges.  The 2004 PIAC documents are also under review. 
5. Title VI-a Grant
a) The Call for Proposals has not yet been published.
IV. OPEN BUSINESS
A. International Visitor from Ghana 
1. The Chair thanked Danielle McLemore for providing transportation and significant support for the college’s visiting VaCIE professor from Ghana.  Ms. Vera Ivy Yeboah-Badu, a science professor from West Africa toured all campuses and met with a number of TCC’s science faculty. She also visited the Norfolk botanical gardens and left with a good impression of community colleges. 
B. Hispanic Heritage Month 
1. A successful HHM with events on all campuses ended October 15.  Some campus speakers had better attendance than keynote speaker so the committee discussed hosting a keynote speaker earlier in the day next year to improve attendance.  
2. Dr. Toletti expressed her desire to step down as Chair of the HHM committee for 2010, but will continue to participate with next year’s committee to prepare events.

a) The lecture on the Mayan calendar at the Portsmouth campus very well attended.

b) The Fiestas were very successful with more than 800 in attendance at the VB campus.

c) Dr. Toletti will submit a comprehensive report on the month long activities. 
3. The Chair noted that few GLC committee members attended HHM activities and he suggested that the GLC sponsor next year’s HHM activities.
C. BIE update 

1. The 2010 cohort is open for applications for faculty and students.
2. Travel to China will commence in May 2010.  
3. Six slots are open to the best students at TCC.  Students do not have to be business majors, but any students interested in global business should be encouraged to submit an application.

4. The BIE grant provided for establishing an International Business specialization. This specialization was reviewed by the I&C Committee.
D. Faculty Award for Excellence in Global Learning 
1. The Chair is waiting to receive approval for changes the committee recommended to the Damiani award.

2. The committee recommended a dialog with visiting professor from Ghana to bring her to TCC for a year’s Fulbright in Residence program.
