Guest Speakers
A. Visiting Faculty From Joinville, Brazil: The committee welcomed visitors from Univille University in Joinville, Brazil:  Professor Raul Landmann, VP for Administration and Professor of Management at Univille University, Professor Evandro Bittencourt, Professor of Management and Foreign Trade in the School of Business at Univille University and Ms. Adriana da Veiga, translator.  Professor Jim Roberts, TCC Economics Faculty (VB) introduced the guests and provided an overview of the 2009 BIE project in Brazil and a recap of the faculty/student visit to Brazil. Faculty from TCC and Joinville are discussing the possibility of a future faculty exchange between both institutions. Professor Roberts also described the modules that faculty participating in the BIE grant created for faculty to use in the classroom.  These modules can be viewed at www.tcc.edu/academic/bie .
Professor Landmann described Univille’s first meeting with Dr. DiCroce and Dr. Summers in May 2007 to discuss establishing a partnership with Univille.  Following these initial discussions, the BIE grant provided the opportunity for selected TCC faculty and students to travel to Brazil to visit Univille University in Joinville in May 2009.  Professor Raul Landmann gave a brief presentation on the country of Brazil and its relationship to the rest of South America, as well as on Brazil’s current development.  Professor Raul Landmann also followed with a brief presentation on the University of Univille at Joinville and its relationship with the surrounding community.  As a “community” university, created by local decree, the University of Univille provides outreach programs to the surrounding locale in a number of areas such as health, business, and so on.  The tuition that students pay to attend this community university is returned directly to the school to fund the development of new community based programs.
The University of Univille has established exchange agreements with schools in more than 30 countries and hopes to establish a similar exchange agreement with TCC.  Discussions related to such an exchange are in progress.
