CALL TO ORDER

The GLC meeting was called to order by the Chair, Tom Feist at 3:05 p.m.
GUEST SPEAKERS
· Jerome Hughes, president of the Norfolk campus International Student Alliance, informed the committee that the ISA is now a college-wide student organization.
·  Each campus chapter has officers who meet regularly to plan activities.  Mr. Hughes distributed copies of the ISA’s constitution.  
· The ISA diligently worked with the IPO, and the campus Student Activities office to plan International Education Week activities on all campuses.  These activities include a Footsal tournament, an African Ballet and culture skit, a cultural symposium and the week’s activities will close with an international dinner and fashion show at the Virginia Beach campus. 
· The finalized schedule will be submitted to Creative Services for design.  The GLC agreed, time permitting, to assist with distributing the flyers and activities.
MINUTES 
· Minutes of the last meeting (April 27, 2009) were approved as corrected. 
REPORTS 
Chair Report: CGR and PAPC Updates
· The Chair reported that the templates for governance meeting minutes are now standardized and approved.  A decision on an approval of appointees is still pending.

Reports from Subcommittees
· International Education Week:  The subcommittee reported meeting with the International Student Alliance to develop activities for the IEW. In the process, the subcommittee discovered that the ISA was only located at the VB campus.  The subcommittee worked with campus Student Activities coordinators and the ISA to obtain approval as a college-wide student organization and to develop its governance.  
OPEN BUSINESS
BIE Update -  Dr. Natali
· The committee was informed that year #1 of the BIE was very successful and culminated in a group of 6 students and faculty who traveled to a sister city in Brazil.  
· Another outcome of the first year is a set of 20 plug and play instructional models that are available on the web.  
· Both the TCC and Brazil faculty are in the planning stages to establish a formal exchange program.
· The city of Norfolk expressed interest in working with TCC to develop an exchange program with one of their sister cities. 

· BIE is beginning to develop this second year’s program which will culminate in a group of faculty and students travel to China.  The China program application will soon be posted to the IPO webpage. The first seminar for China will begin in January 2010. The focus will be on globalization and how China it fits within this process. The seminars will run from 9-1 p.m.  There will be two levels of participants: travelers and those interested in the seminar that will develop modules but will not travel.
NEW BUSINESS
