Minutes

9 October 2008

The second meeting of the GLC was called to order at 3:00 by Naaman Woods, outgoing committee Chair.

Old Business
· Approval of Minutes.
· The September 2008 minutes were approved with the noted change. 
· Membership Vacancies.
· There are still vacant positions representing all campuses.  Danielle McLemore  (N) and Dr. Gabriela Toletti (P) have agreed to serve on the committee. A search continues for a Chesapeake campus representative.
· The committee invites Sean LaCroix to continue to serve on the committee. Naaman will contact Sean on the committee’s behalf.
· Elections of new officers for 2008-09 year. 
· Tom Feist was appointed by PAPC to serve on the GLC.  The committee motioned and approved to appoint Tom as GLC Chair.  The committee elected Susan de Veer to serve as Secretary. Naaman Wood officially relinquished his duties to the new committee Chair, Tom Feist.

· Committee members reached a consensus to meet on the 2nd Thursday of the month at 3 p.m. at the Norfolk campus.
New Business
Vice-President Summers’ Charge for 2008-09 
Discussion commenced to address Dr. Summer’s 2008-09 charge to the GLC.  Currently, a subcommittee is working on Charge #4, the Title VI grant application and Global Learning Academy. Debbie Edson volunteered to work with this subcommittee. The original due date of the grant was November 08, but the Dept. of Education pushed the due date back “several months.” 

Two additional subcommittees were formed to address the remaining charges.

· Charge #3:  Jackie Spiker and Naaman Wood volunteered to develop guidelines for new members and by-laws and roles for the chair, secretary and members of the GLC. A template should be provided from PAPC to assist committees with this project.
· Charge #5: Geraldine Wright and Gabriela Toletti volunteered to work on activities that raise awareness of global learning issues throughout the college.    
· Charge #2:  The Chair will review the 2007-08 End-of-Year Report to identify unfinished business and to make recommendations that need to be addressed in the current year.
· Charge #6: The committee agreed that work on the above charges will effectively provide input into a strategic plan that gives direction to the future activities and focus of the International Programs Office (IPO).

Subcommittee reports will be posted to Blackboard for committee review.
Title VI Grant Subcommittee Report 

Dr. Natali reported that Deans Woodhouse and Key expressed interest in assisting with the development of the Title VI grant.  Susan Meslang has been invited to attend the sub-committee meetings.  The sub-committee will move forward with developing ideas for the grant in advance of the revised submission due date.  Dr. Natali meets with Dept. of Education representative in D.C. in early November.
IPO Update
Dr. Natali made the following announcements. 

· New Staff Member: Jessica Watson joins the IPO staff as the new office assistant. Jessica assists with the BIE program; she also works with the International Student Alliance.
· Physicians For Peace:  Approximately 40 students and staff attended a presentation by this group at the Virginia Beach campus.  
· Study Abroad:  The 2009 Study Abroad programs are struggling to get up and running because of costs and deposits.   
· Dr. Toletti described her spring break 2009 program to Uruguay and Argentina and distributed brochure flyers to the committee.  Students participating in this study abroad program will attend on-site lectures and experience a brief home stay.
· Dr. Wright described her May 2009 Ghana program, which focuses on health care and poverty.  As a Learning Community, students will have the opportunity to engage in service learning at local clinics and do some community service at a local computer school.  One possible item for future discussion: statistics on the success rate of students who participate in Study Abroad Learning Communities.  
· Doris Jelig’s May 2009 Ireland program will be advertised as soon as arrangements are finalized. She is working on a possible partnership with the Virginia Beach Public Schools and dual-enrollment students.
The Chair recommended that a TCC Home Page announcement be posted to highlight new study abroad programs to reach more students.

Update on BIE Grant  
The GSS is nearly set; however, government representatives are waiting to confirm until after the election.  A TCC ALL email announcement has elicited a very strong response from both students and faculty.  The BIE Globalization Seminar Schedule is finalized and the November 14th event (Globalizing a Business Program, Benchmarks, and Best Practices) at the Norfolk campus is open to all to attend.  Dr. DiCroce will open the seminar and introduce the speakers. Arrangements are nearly complete for the travel portion to Brazil. A second university has agreed to participate in the program so additional seminars will be added for student benefit. During the second year of the grant, the focus and curriculum will shift to China.  
Final Topics   
· A Jefferson Café was discussed as a model for global learning. The Café affords an opportunity for peer led, informal meetings for faculty, students and community members to gather informally to discuss a various perspectives on prominent global issues. This model could be created as a blackboard synchronous chat.
· Dr. Wright announced that she is writing an NSEP grant on Global DEA (squared) which has a bio-tech focus on current issues, and will submit her grant proposal as soon as it is finished. 
· A College-wide dialog will commence in the next 18-24 months on general education courses to develop a process by which the college will examine its core subjects.  Everyone will have an opportunity to participate in this faculty led initiative.  Input from the GLC will be important to review the “international” course requirements for graduation.    
· There has been no update yet on the GLC survey results.  Curt Aasen has not yet been able to provide feedback on this survey.

The meeting was adjourned at 4:20. The next general meeting will be November 13th at 3:00 p.m. in Norfolk.
