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Rector Ed Hamm and other
board members would not dis-
cuss the special session, which
also included reviews of inter-
nal audit reports. Such closed-
session meetings usually last
around two hours, but this one
went on for nearly six.

A spokesperson for Meyers
said the president “declined
to comment about the meet-
ing because of the nature of
the business.”

Meyers' first three years on
the job - based on interviews
with students, city officials,
faculty, alumni and former
